	Category
	Type of Contact with the Case

	Household Contacts
	· A person who spent at least 24 hours in the same household as the index patient during the seven days before the onset of the patient’s symptoms.

	Non-household persons
	· Who share the same bed with the case or had sexual relations with the case.

	Direct Mucous Membrane Contact
	· Persons who have had open skin or direct mucous membrane contact with the oral or nasal secretions of a case (e.g., mouth-to-mouth resuscitation, open mouth kissing) or direct contact of open skin or mucous membranes.

	Child Care Facility Contacts
	· Only considered a close contact if they meet one or more of the contact descriptions for the categories listed above.  In general, chemoprophylaxis is not recommended in schools or child care facilities institutional child care facilites.


Chemoprophylaxis of contacts (contacts as defined above) may be considered when a contact meets high risk criteria*:
· Contacts have open wounds, skin breakdown (i.e., eczema), recent surgery, recent childbirth (disrupted cutaneous or mucosal barriers), current viral infections such as varicella, influenza or immune deficiency diseases.
· Advanced age (> 65 years) or very young age (< one year).
· Those with chronic illnesses such as: diabetes mellitus, cancer, alcoholism, cardiovascular disease, infection with human immunodeficiency virus, and intravenous drug use.

· Pregnancy and institutional acquisition have also been identified as risk factors.
· Trauma, falls, i.e., penetrating injuries, minor cuts, burns, splinters, blunt trauma and muscle strain may be more likely to be associated with iGAS disease.
