Dear Parents,

Vaccines have been shown to be a safe and effective way of keeping children healthy and protecting them from disease. 

This is a reminder that children entering kindergarten are routinely provided the following preschool immunizations at this age:

· Booster dose of measles, mumps and rubella vaccine (MMR vaccine)

· Booster dose of diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis, and polio vaccine (the 4-in-1 Vaccine (DTaP-IPV).  

Please check your child’s immunization records or discuss with your doctor or clinic to see if your child has received all these immunizations.

Manitoba’s routine immunization schedule for infants and preschool children is included on the back of this letter.

Please feel free to call your local public health office at xxx-xxxx if you have questions or concerns, or if you do not have access to a health care provider to immunize your child.

A = Children with high-risk medical conditions and those living in First Nations communities should be
immunized at 2, 4, 6 and 18 months.

* = All infants born on or after March 1st 2018 are eligible for 3 doses of rotavirus vaccine (RotaTeq®) at 2, 4,
and 6 months of age. This change in rotavirus immunization schedule is due to a national transition from
Rotarix™ vaccine (a live monovalent (Rota-1) vaccine administered orally at 2 and 4 months) to RotaTeq®
vaccine (a live pentavalent (Rota-5) vaccine administered orally at 2, 4 and 6 months).
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
