HBV Dose #1 and # 2 must be 6 months (24 weeks)  apart for 11-15 years of age-  2 dose schedule


HPV Dose # 1 and dose # 2 must be 6 months (24 weeks) apart  for 11-15 years of age - 2 dose schedule


Tdap - if a student has received a booster dose of all components (T, d, and aP) after the age of 10, they do not need another dose until 10 years have elapsed. If they have previously received Td then they should be offered the Tdap.  If it has been > than 5 years since the last dose we would offer a dose at this time.


Tdap –IPV Some students will require up to 3 doses of Tdap-IPV if there is no record of polio vaccine or if inadequate doses were received. If the student is forecast for further doses, the CA can decide whether to offer the additional doses.


Influenza -  Children 6 months to less than 9 years of age receiving seasonal influenza vaccine for the first time in their life should be given two doses, with a minimum interval of four weeks between doses
